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KNEW GALLERY PARTICIPATES IN CITY WIDE CELEBRATION OF COLORFIELD ARTISTS WITH THE CUT HAS A FINGER – WORKS BY NEW YORK ARTIST PETER FOX THAT ARE EVOCATIVE OF WASHINGTON COLORFIELD PAINTER GENE DAVIS.



The highly anticipated ColorField Remix Project (see ColorFieldRemix.org) running from April through July begins its April calendar with an exhibit of works by New York artist, Peter Fox, at KNEW GALLERY in Georgetown.  The exhibit is set up in a two opening format with a traditional small vernissage style opening on April 5th from 6-8 pm and an artist talk and open house reception on April 21 that runs from 11-7 pm.  

KNEW GALLERY’S exhibit concept came about largely as a result of a chance meeting between Washington’s well-known curator Andrea Pollan, Peter Fox, and KNEW GALLERY Director, Fernando Batista, during Fox’s participation in a group exhibit at KNEW GALLERY in 2005.  The current exhibit bases its curatorial foundation on the overall vision of Pollan and ColoField Remix – a brainchild of Pollan who is co-curator of the KREEGER MUSEUM’S retrospective exhibit of Gene Davis and the Washington Color School that opens April 14.

In putting together the exhibit, Fox and KNEW GALLERY Director, Fernando Batista, defined the overall exhibit concept within the curatorial guideline established by Ms. Pollan.  Andrea Pollan, the only DC member of Vanity Fair magazine’s “2006 Whose Who in the Art World” is the founder and Director of Curator’s Office – one of Washington’s most rigorous galleries.

The works on exhibit consist largely of soft color palettes with rich texture that employ a combination of Fox’s “applicators” and gravitational pull to convey an interaction between paint and units of speech.  A larger piece deviates from the majority of the striped works and the resonance-based result of those works depicting a more literal conveyance of Fox’s basis in language.  While different from the comfort of Gene Davis-like imagery, the apparently deviant yet beautiful work has a hypnotic effect that propels the work to a place somewhere between ColorField and dissonance.

THE CUT HAS A FINGER continues through May 17th, 2007.
